	The paper uses parenthetical citations to give credit for information directly quoted or paraphrased from sources.

	
	The rough draft demonstrates a development of the writer’s original thoughts without relying too heavily on citations.

	
	The rough draft body paragraphs contain transitional words from one thought to another and the paragraph’s main ideas flow logically.

	
	The rough draft contains a conclusion that restates the thesis and sums up the main points of the paper.

	
	The rough draft contains a Works Cited page correctly formatted using MLA style or APA style.

	
	The rough draft is at least four pages in length (not including Works Cited page).

	
	The rough draft uses correct grammar, capitalization, punctuation, spelling, sentence structure, and paragraphing.
