Topic 2 Application: Reading Strategies
Read Martin Luther King Jr.'s famous "I Have a Dream" speech from the National Archives website.   As you read, use reading strategies to actively read the speech and to gain a better understanding of it. You should use each of the strategies at least once. Before you begin, think about what you already know about Martin Luther King, Jr. Predict what his message will be. As you read, determine who he is addressing. How is he convincing his audience? 

Then, in one to two well-written paragraphs, explain what Martin Luther King, Jr. was trying to tell his audience in his speech. Also, specifically describe how you used each reading strategy and how it helped you to interpret King's message.
