Topic 5 Application: Irony Flashcards Checklist

You may refer to Acts One, Two, and Three.  For each example, you must be able to identify the character, provide the quotation from the text, and explain how it is ironic.

The front of your flashcard should list the character's name and the quote.  The back of the flashcard should identify the type of irony and the explanation.  Below is an example:
