Your chance to change history:

Imagine you were President of the United States from 1900 to the 1930s. Substitute the decision to expand into China, Cuba, Panama, or Hawaii with a different international market. Where would you have expanded? Why?

Historical connection:

What happened during World War I when the Allies combined their war efforts with the United States?

Your chance to change history:

Describe how World War I may have ended up different if the United States combined its efforts with the Central Powers instead of the Allies?




	ADAPT

Historical connection:

How did the French and English adapt President Wilson’s Fourteen Points to suit their needs during peace negotiations at the Treaty of Versailles?

Your chance to change history:

How would you have adapted the solution to conflicts that resulted from World War I? What might have changed between involved countries? Why?




	MODIFY

Historical connection:

How did Americans’ beliefs of traditional values get modified during the Roaring Twenties?

Your chance to change history:

What would you modify about Americans’ beliefs during the Roaring Twenties? How would this have affected religion, women, immigrants, minorities, or lifestyle choices?




	PUT TO ANOTHER USE

Historical connection:

In what ways did media during the Roaring Twenties get put to another use in comparison to how it was used in the past?

Your chance to change history:

President Roosevelt used the radio to communicate politics to U.S. citizens. How would you have put the invention of the radio to another use during the turn of the century? What are some positive and negative consequences to this change?
